Chinese Food: Chinese food can be separated into eight major styles according to region: Fujian,
Shandong, Sichuan, Guangdong, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, Hunan, and Anhui.

Three Principles of Chinese Cooking: taste, smell, and look.

Chinese Meal: The order of dinner courses is as follows: appetizer (cold), drinks, entrees, rice or
noodles, soup and dessert (often fruits). Chinese meals are served family style, with large portions

being shared by the entire table.
Chinese Table Etiquette: don’t use your chopsticks to gesture, don’t touch unwanted food with

your chopsticks, don’t stick your chopsticks into the rice, don’t tap your bow! with chopsticks.
