Make your own music video 创作一首中文歌 
AP Chinese_Music Video Project_Create Your Chinese Song
 (Alternative Final Exam, 100 points per student)
Please create your own Chinese song using the music of a song you know or make your own music, and write lyrics in Chinese, then film a video of your singing of this song in a group of 3-4. 
Requirements:
1. You may use an online dictionary, but shouldn’t use an online translator for sentences. 
2. You must use A VARIETY OF vocabulary and grammar structures in your song (see details below at the rubrics.)
3. You can decide the topic of your song. Make sure the song delivers a positive message. (topics such as ghost, zombie, violence, inappropriate content should be avoided, any violation will result in zero points and further consequences). 
4. Your music video should be about 2:30 – 3 minutes long with a Chinese title.
5. Each group member should take a fair amount of workload. Every student should have at least 3 sentences as solo, and have a part of group singing. (to be assessed)
6. The video should have Chinese subtitle for each line of song (to be graded)
Ideas for your songs: school life, study, family, friendship, romance, sport, hometown, events etc.  
Steps/Checkpoints: 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]decide the song and group, group discussion in class on 05/13 or 05/17 ( for students with APs on 05/13). (Grouping and topics should be approved by the teacher)
2. write the lyric and practice singing together in class 05/17 or 05/19 (Lyrics need to be proved by the teacher before filming, send it via email: yjiang@vcs.net.)
3. film videos, edit video, and submit it by 3:00pm on the Due date 05/24 (Tues), via Google shared folder as below.
