Bethai Park (ILi® 2 Béihai Gongyuan)

Beihai Park is located in Beijing’s city center. Beihai Lake is in the middle of the park and takes up over half
of the entire area (175 acres). The park was built in the Liao Dynasty (907-1125 A.D.), and is the oldest, most
complete and has the most diverse landscape of all of China’s imperial parks. It is also the oldest surviving
imperial garden to be built in the world. In 1925, it was reconstructed from a garden to a park, but was not
open to the public. In 1961, the People’s Republic of China named Beihai one of the first national treasures
protected by the government. In 1969, the government closed the park to the public, and reopened it to the
Qublic in 1979. In 1996, Beihai Park was added to the World Heritage standby list by the United Nations.

Beihai Park is known for its “one lake, three mountains
(— =14 & yi-chi san-xiantai),” namely Beihai Lake,
Qionghua Island, Tuancheng and Xishantai. There is a
legend pertaining to these places: It was said that there
was a mythical place called “Penglai Fairyland (£ 3%
W ¥5 Péngldi Xianjing),” within which were three magic
mountains called Penglai, Yingzhou, and Fangzhang.
Gods lived on those mountains, and magic elixirs could

be found there. The design of Beihai Park was based on
the legend of Penglai Fairyland. AYong’an Temple.

The park is divided into Qionghua Island, the East Coast and the North Coast sectors. It is filled with religious
imagery and beautiful scenery. The “Qionghua” of Qionghua Island means “beautiful jade,” signifying that
the island is made up of jade. It is one of the eight famous sights of ancient Beijing. At the top of Qionghua
Island, there is a white tower called Yong’an Temple, which is one of Beihai’s representative buildings. The
tower stands at 117.75 feet, and is cylindrical at the top but cube-shaped at the bottom. It is decorated with
suns, moons and flames to represent the brightness of the light of Buddhism. The buildings in the East and
North Coast sectors were mostly built in the Qing Qianlong period (1711-1799 A.D.) and are Buddhist or
Taoist buildings. Because of this, one can say that in Beihai Park, one can find the styles of the imperial palace
and gardens as well as temples all in one place.
