The Metric System in China

Emperor Qin Shi Huang (&4 £ Qinshihudng) first standardized units of measure in China in the Qin
Dynasty (221-207 B.C.). Only some traditional Chinese units of measure are still in use today; most of

Chinese society now uses the metric system.
Here are some examples of the traditional Chinese units of measure:
1% [i=500 meters

1~F can = 1.31 inches
1% lidng =1.76 ounces

1w mii = 797.326 square yards
1R chi=1.09 feet (33.3 cm)
17 fr shijin = 1.1 pounds

In 1959, China converted to the metric system and limited use of the imperial system so that China could
communicate better with the international world. In 1984, the Chinese government issued the “PRC Law
of Measurements” stating that the metric system must be used for lengths, weights, electricity, time, and
speed. This further standardized the units of measure in China. Also in 1959, the government announced the
“City Standard (7 # shizhi)” that had been in use since 1920 and would not be used after 1990. The City
Standard was a transitional system announced by the Chinese government that converted traditional Chinese
measurements to metric. Nowadays, most people have stopped using the City Standard, but its use and the

use of traditional Chinese measurements can still be found.

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Six Important Sports in China

The saying “Six Important Sports” refers to the six most popular sports played in China: basketball,
volleyball, soccer, badminton, table tennis and tennis. Generally speaking, China performs better in the three
latter categories than in the three former categories.

China’s women’s volleyball team has achieved remarkable results in recent decades. In the 1980s, they won
five consecutive championships and the gold medal in the 2004 Summer Olympic Games. China’s women’s
basketball team is fast and accurate, and has also performed well. The Chinese men’s basketball team has many
famous players such as Yao Ming and Wang Zhizhi, and is much loved by the Chinese public. Although the men’s
basketball team has managed to win gold in all but three occasions in the Asian Basketball Championships, they
have yet to squeeze into the top eight in world rankings. China’s men’s volleyball team came fifth in the 1981
World Cup—their best result to date. China’s women’s soccer team was once ranked as high as number four,
and the men’s soccer team was the first Chinese team to oy T og ™
play in international championships.

Badminton and table tennis have always been China’s
strengths. Table tennis is China’s national sport, and the
Chinese team recently won the 50" International Table
Tennis Championships. There aren’t many countries in
the world that can compete with China in badminton and

table tennis. China’s performances in tennis, however,
usually leave much to be desired.
