The Classical Gardens of Suzhou and the West Lake Higve
of Hangzhou

Suzhou and Hangzhou are China’s most famous

historical cities. An ancient saying, “There’s
heaven up above and Suzhou, Hangzhou down
below,” alludes to the beauty that the two cities
offer.

Suzhou is renowned for its classical Chinese
gardens, which originate as far back as 2,500 years
ago when the state of Wu was established there in
514 B.C. Located in eastern China near Shanghai,

Suzhou has a temperate subtropical climate with

lots of rainfall, making it an ideal place for plants
to grow. Over the centuries, the imperial court and other nobles added to the gardens, until in the sixteenth
century, there were as many as 100 throughout the city. Fortunately, many of these survive today in their
original form—a rare thing in and of itself. The most praised gardens in Suzhou are the Great Wave Pavilion
(Sung Dynasty, 960-1276 A.D.), Lion’s Grove Garden (Yuan Dynasty, 1271-1368 A.D.), the Humble
Administrator’s Garden (Ming Dynasty, 1368-1644 A.D.) and Lingering Garden (Qing Dynasty, 1644—
1911 A.D.). These four gardens are representative of the styles of their respective dynasties. The smallest
garden in the city is the Garden of the Master of Nets. Although tiny, some say it is the most beautiful.
These gardens are not only a piece of history, but also a representation of Chinese philosophy and culture, as
reflected in the names of the gardens, the placement of the rocks, the sculptures, and the plants themselves.
The city of Hangzhou is situated about 100 miles to the southwest of Suzhou. Its most famous spot is
West Lake, named for its location in the west of
the city. West Lake is also known as “heaven on
Earth” due to its beautiful scenery and the ancient
temples built on its shores. Its shape is an almost
symmetrical polygon, divided into five smaller
areas by the Su Ti and Bai Ti causeways. The
five areas are linked with bridges but the waters
cannot flow from one area to another, resulting in
differences among the five bodies of water. The

West Lake covers 5.593 square kilometers in area,
and has an overall volume of 110 million cubic
